ThisMonth’s Speaker and Topic:

Assessing Paleoclimatic Information from Molluscan
Shells

Jennifer Silko, PhD Candidate

Abstract:

Molluscan shells are archives of past climates, because the chemistry of new shell material is determined by
environmental conditions such as temperature. However, because shell growth tends to be highly seasonal in
mollusks, multiple species may need to be assessed simultaneously to capture the full annual range of
temperatures. As such, oxygen isotope records from two modern gastropods were examined to assess their
potential value as paleoclimate indicators in the recent geologic past. Snistrufulgar sinistrumis a predatory
gastropod that is active during the winter months and Fasciolaria tulipa is a predatory gastropod that is active
during the summer months. Oxygen isotope profiles revealed 3 years of growth for both S. sinistrumand F.
tulipa, with sinusoidal cyclesin the profiles havinga 0 amplitude of 1.97%. for S sinistrum and 3.50%o for F.
tulipa. Comparisons of observed to predicted isotopic values revealed an absence of growth for both species
during the winter months (November through March). This periodic growth has paleoclimatic implicationsin
that the predicted growth strategy for the S. sinistrum and the F. tulipa cannot be determined by periods of
activity. Actuarial tests like this one involving calibrations of fossil-based pal eotemperature reconstructions with
studies of living animals are critical to paleoclimate studies.

After receiving her B.S. in
Geology and Marine Science from Rider University (NJ) in 2000, she worked for the NJ Department of
Environmental Protection as a Senior Geologist for several years before returning to grad school. Her research
focuses on reconstructing the marine pal eoclimatic changes surrounding the Pliocene-Pleistocene boundary in
Florida.
